Preheat oven
10 350 degrees.
Stir dry ingredients in
a large bowl and add:
1/2 cup butter (almost melted)

1 slightly beaten egg

1 teaspoon vanilla extract
Combine thoroughly.

Roll into 1 1/2 inch balls.
Bake 10-12 minutes.
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To make labels for cookie mix jars, use a 1 7/8 inch paper punch to cut out
shapes from heavyweight card stock. Use double sided tape to attach to jar.
